| attended a wedding ceremony in a neighbor’s
church. The bride was the twenty-two-year-old
daughter of friends of ours. My daughter had also
been twenty-two when she married, and she had
been as full of love and as optimistic about the
future as was this bride. | could not help but
wonder during the ceremony what lay in store for
this young couple. Would either one of them be
widowed within a few short years?

But, of course, there is no way to know what the
future holds for them, or for ourselves, or for
anyone. If we live, the future happens to us. We
can plan and work toward a particular future we
envision for ourselves, but sometimes—from
nowhere—outside events intrude; our plans are
altered, sometimes without warning. We are
forced onto another path not of our own choosing.

So it was when my daughter died. The future |
had imagined and worked toward included her
physical presence. She and her husband had many
plans for their future and had discussed moving to
Australia, she told me just three days before her

death, and added, but I told Ma r k , Il j u:

want to |ive so far awa
rather stay in the U.S. At the time | was deeply
touched. Now | am especially grateful that we
had that particular conversation.

For several years after her death, | hated—no,
hated is not too strong a word to use here—I hated
having to make any plans for the future. What use
was it to make plans in a world which allowed
horrendous tragedies to interfere with the most
loving and carefully molded plans? | even
resented my own future when my daughter had
been robbed of hers. But as | sat there during this
wedding ceremony, it seemed that my daughter
was there beside me. She was urging me, | think,
to rejoice with this young couple who had found
such happiness in their love, to rejoice with all
the well-wishers present who, too, participated in
the love filling that church. As | sat there, |
thanked God for the years we had had with my
daughter, and for my sons, their wives, and our
grandchildren.

When we went into the reception, | read a plaque
that hung on the church wall: You cannot control
the winds that blow, but you can adjust your
sails. Perhaps | slipped over the edge, but |

believe that | could feel my daughter at my side
saying, see that? | had to laugh to myself. It has
taken me a long time, but that little cliché sums up
what | am trying to say now. Human beings need

to make plans. We need to have goals and to strive

to achieve them, whatever they are, big ones as
well as small ones.

And if or when a really big wind comes along and
threatens to overwhelm us, we need to make
adjustments. God knows it is difficult to do.
Although it has been many years since my
daughter’s death, | am finally coming around. | am
beginning to look to the future with some
enthusiasm again. Hey! Did you hear that? That

| just watched another TV commercial for cologne,
which is the first sign of the approach of Father’s
Day. Like other fathers, | know the gift I’d like to get
this Father’s Day, just as | know there is no way that
it will happen - my son’s life, an opportunity not to
hurt when | see boys who are his age, a chance to
dream those dreams for that little boy again. But
that’s not going to happen. Instead, | will get up on
that day, having called my own father the night
before to wish him a happy Father’s day, and | will go
to the cemetery to place flowers on my son’s grave. |
will stand alone and cry for a time and then return
home to my wife and new infant son. This year we
will have a greater measure of peace because of the
birth of our son, but I shall always have a hole in my
soul, and a longing that | know | will have until | die.

Like many bereaved fathers, | have felt
misunderstood about how a father should mourn and
for how long. | do not understand how a society can
have such a belief in the strength of maternal love
and do such a good job ignoring the intensity of
paternal love. From the people whose only question
at my son’s memorial service was how was my wife
dealing with this tragedy, to the longtime friend who
didn’t understand my choking up after watching a
Hallmark commercial - it seems that many around us
have difficulty understanding a father’s grief.

So, support and love is needed and needed badly. |
hope that bereaved fathers will not be forgotten on
Father’s Day. It is often said that we don’t often talk
of our emotional needs and are reluctant to show out
pain, but we too, need love when we hurt. Please
remember us on Father’s Day and remember that the
cute little commercials that hurt mothers in May take
their toll on fathers in June.

This book is a fictional story (not real) and it got
rave reviews from well known writers. One
reviewer said that you should read it |F you
think there is nothing new to read about grief
and its accompanying “problems”. This story hit
home for me in the way she describes her coping
mechanisms after losing her 30-ish husband to
cancer. These coping tricks include the usual
overeating and going to work in her bathrobe.
Also the grocery store meltdowns, sleeping in
weird places in her house and clinging fiercely to
a particular object of our lost love.

She does this with a sense of humor that we
should not feel guilty enjoying. There is some
humor to this grief journey of ours in the way we
respond to people, events, even common
household objects. And yes, this story does have
revelations and revivals. She works her way to
getting up and moving on and reading that this is
possible, even if only in fiction, has given me a
seed of hope in my mind. A seed that my
therapist says | don’t need as she states that “I
am going on”. She’s right but having examples of
others’ journeys through grief still helps me map
out MY journey and not feel so dreadfully alone
and unusual. i

On Thursday, April 29", | took a short walk to Daley Plaza at lunch. It was really windy and | was headed
there to visit the Send Silence Packing exhibit. There were 1,100 backpacks as a travelling public
education display of the more than 1,100 college-age children who die by suicide each year. Despite the
wind the backpacks remained firmly planted on the ground in the Plaza. Some of the backpacks had
pictures and/or stories of young people who have died. The exhibit is the signature program of an
organization called Active Minds. Active Minds is dedicated to removing the stigma of mental illness and
encouraging young people to seek help and to tell their stores. The organization has Chapters on over 250
college campuses. Suicide is the second leading cause of death among college students. Active Minds
was founded in 2001 by Alison Malmon, following the suicide of her only sibling, 22-year-old Brian Malmon
a year earlier. Brian was a student at Columbia University.

Eyes filled with tears, | walked around the backpacks of all different colors and styles. | thought of the
challenges of college and the young adult years in general. | am glad this organization is advocating for
positive dialogue and awareness about mental health on college campuses. Hopefully their efforts to
break the silence and stigma surrounding mental health will encourage students to seek the care they
need.
